Casalina Farm, a “workshop” for quality agriculture 
The fields where the demonstration tests of the EIMA Show will take place belong to an historic company, managed by the Foundation for Agrarian Education in Perugia. Spread over almost two thousand hectares of land, in the municipalities of Marsciano, Deruta and Collazzone, the company is specialized in viticulture, olive production and breeding, and is logistically well suited to host an event that attracts thousands of operators not only from the Umbria region but from around central Italy. 
The EIMA Show demonstration field tests will take place from 28 to 29 July in Umbria, at the Casalina farm in Casalina di Deruta, in the province of Perugia. The farm is spread over 1,860 hectares of land, with a utilized agricultural area of 1,450 hectares. The fields are in the municipalities of Marsciano, Deruta and Collazzone, and are physically divided into four plots: Casalina, Le Masse, Badiola and Sant’Apollinare. The plain area of the productive centre of Casalina runs along the banks of the river Tiber for about 500 hectares. The main crops here are cereals, horticultural crops, grain legumes and corn. The land on the hill is mostly covered by vineyards (55 hectares) and olive groves (50 hectares). The zootechnical activity is represented by Frisona dairy cattle breeding in the Casalina centre, and by breeding of Chianina cattle for beef production at the centre Le Masse. The company is managed by the Foundation for Agrarian Education in Perugia, established by the royal decree January 21, 1892, with the mission of administering and preserving the monumental and land heritage transferred to the State of Italy once owned by the Benedictine Community of Cassino in Perugia. 

The Foundation for Agrarian Education in Perugia is also responsible for the maintenance of the Church of Saint Peter’s, declared national monument, of the historical archive, of the monastery’s library and of the former convent of the Benedictine order, in particular of its monumental area and of the other immovable assets that have been declared of historic and artistic interest. The Agrarian Foundation in Perugia, in collaboration with the Ministry of Cultural Heritage and Activities and Tourism, promotes cultural activities in archival, paleographical, historical and artistic fields. The Foundation is dedicated to the preservation of the cultural heritage of the site, but it also - in collaboration with the University of Perugia and in particular with the Department of Agricultural, Environmental and Food Sciences and with the Department of Veterinary Medicine - oversees the development of scientific research, education and professional training of future agricultural operators. 

On the occasion of the EIMA Show, visitors of the Casalina farm will have the opportunity to see new generation machinery in action, to try the machinery and talk to the technicians of the manufacturing companies who will illustrate the characteristics of the new equipment, gaining a first hand experience of the possibilities offered by the precision systems on display. The main theme of the Eima Show Umbria - the application of the most innovative electronic and information technology solutions in agriculture - indeed attracts the particular interest of agricultural operators: it is ascertained that these technologies present the most advanced solutions able to guarantee rationalization of productive factors, product quality, safety of the operators and environmental compatibility.
